MEDIA: Media can be tempera and/or acrylic paint, crayon, felt pen, colored pencil, pastel,
watercolor, collage (paper and/or cloth) and mixed media. The use of bold, rich color is
encouraged! Try to avoid leaving lots of white space on the canvas. To view the artwork of
previous winners, visit: SamTrans Honors 2022 Art Takes a Bus Ride Winners | SamTrans.
The student's name, grade, school and teacher must be on the back of the artwork to be
considered.

RELEASE FORM: All artwork must be accompanied by the Release Form on the next
page.

DELIVERY OF ARTWORK: All entries must be delivered FLAT (not rolled or folded) to
Allison Gamlen at the San Mateo County Office of Education, 101 Twin Dolphin Drive,
Redwood City, CA 94065, up until December 15, 2023. (Office hours are 8a.m. -5 p.m.)

JUDGING: All entries are judged on creativity, artistic merit and interpretation of the theme.
All decisions are final. Winners will be notified by e-mail and from their school.
